“Sekolah Kejuruteraan”? Are we into High School?

1. Referring to UTM Constitution, article 22(1)(c)
“Sekolah” – is one of the legal academic entities in UTM,
translated from the English version, “School”. School is a widely
used English term to represent a University academic entity



2. USM, for example, refers to its School of Mechanical Engineering,
using the BM phrase “Pusat PengajianKejuruteraanMekanikal”

Note that, name allocation for academic entity must follow the
University Constitution, in order to be legal. USM has obviuosly
followed the nomenclatureprovision in USM constitution.

3. In UTM Constitution, the appropriate legal academic entity in
Bahasa Malaysia corresponding to School, is “Sekolah” (UTM
Constitution Article22(1)(c))

4. Note that for the above reason, the term “Sekolah” has been used
over the last 30 years by UTM community for the following 4
Schools.
• Sekolah Pengajian Siswazah (SPS)
• Sekolah Perniagaan Azman Hashim (AHIBS)
• Sekolah Kejuruteraan Razak &Teknologi Termaju (Razak School)
• Sekolah Informatik Termaju (UTM AIS)
